SAFETY CHECKS

BREAK-IN

Careful attention to the following precau-

tions during the breaking-in period of the

first 1,600 km (1,000 miles) will greatly

enthance the performance, economy and

long life of your new vehicle.

o Do not drive at high speeds until the
engine has sufficiently warmed up.

® Do not drive over 130 km/h (80 MPH).

¢ Do not drive continuously at the
same speed.

e Avoid engine racing, abrupt starting
and needless heavy braking,

e Avoid operating at full throttle.

BEFORE ENTERING THE
VEHICLE

Check that windows, mirrars and light
lenses are clean.

Visually inspect the condition of the
tires. Also check tire pressure.

Check that the area around the vehicle
is clear,

Make sure that the engine hood is closed
securely.

AFTER ENTERING THE

Position seats and adjust head restraints.
Adjust tilt-away steering wheel.

Adjust inside and oulside mirrors,
Fasten seat belts and ask all passengers
to do likewise.

An electric defogger is built into the rear
window,

To heat the rear window glass, move the
switch-to the "ON" position.

A rear window defogger monitoring light
will glow to indicate the system is on.

If the needle is not in the range of 11 to
15 volts during driving the vehicle, check
for loose fan belt, battery condition, or
charge rate as soon as possible,

(8 OQil pressure gauge

During ordinary driving, the needle will
remain 2 to 4 kgfem?® (196 to 392 kPa, 2.0
e 3.9 bar, 30 to 60 psi) with the engine at
normal operating temperature,

If the needle moves abnormally low or
shakes frequently, turn off the engine and
check the engine oil level.

8 0Oil temperature gauge
If the temperature exceeds 150°C (300°
Fi, slow down or stop the vehicle and
checle the oil level. If necessary, contact
vour NISSAN/DATSUN dealer.

40 Boost meter (Turbo model)

When the enpgine is running, the boost
meter indicates the pressure in the intake
manifold, The beoost meter indicates a
negative pressure when the engine is idling
or the vehicle is moving at extremely low
speeds. A positive indication on the meter
shows that the turbocharger is operating,

When the pressure exceeds the maximum
positive or negative value shown on the
meater, stop the vehicle as engine compo-
nents could be damaged.

It is
essential to maintain a clean supply of oil
flowing through the turbocharger system,
Therefore, a sudden interruption of oil
supply may cause a malfunction in the
turbocharger.

To ensure prolonged life and performance
of the turbocharger, it is essential to
comply with the following maintenance
procedure:

1. Change your engine oil every 5,000 km
(3,000 miles) or 6 maonths, whichever
comas first. More frequent maintenancea
may be reguired under severe driving
conditions. Use only the recommended
engine oil.

2. If the engine had been operating at high
rpm for an extended period of time, let
it idle for a few minutes prior to shut-
down.

3. Do not accelerate your engine to high
rpm immediately after start.

® On models equipped with an auxiliary
fan in the engine compartmant, the fan
may come on as the ignition key is
turned off when the coolant tempera-
ture is high. The fan may stay on for
about 15 minutes after the ignition key
is turned off,

@ Never get under the vehicle while it is
supported only by a jacl.



e Do not smoke or jump sparks near
gasoline or battery.

@ Never connect or disconnect either the
battery or any transistorized component
while the ignition key is on.

e When adding/replacing oil or fluid,
always use the one designated in the
Specifications section,

Add a windshield washer solvent to the
water as water alone is usually not ade-
quate for cleaning the windshield. In
winter season, add a windshield washer
anti-freeze and follow the manufacturer's

Washing

Wash dint off with a wet sponge and
plenty of water, Clean the wvehicle
thoroughly using a mild soap or de-
tergent (a special vehicle soap or gen-
cral purpose  dish-washing liquid})
mixed with clean, lukewarm (never hot)
water, Rinse the vehicle thoroughly
with plenty of clean water.

Inside flanges, seams and folds on the
doors, hatches and hood are particu-
larly endangered by the effTects of road
salt. Therefore, these areas must be
regularly cleaned. Take care that the
drain holes in the lower edge of the
door are open. Spray water under the
body and in the wheel wells to loosen

the dirt and wash away road salt.
A damp chamois can be used to dry the
vehicle to avoid water spots.

Waxing

Regular waxing protects the paintwork
and keeps the finish. After waxing,
polishing is recommended to remove
built-up  residual and avoid a
“Weathered™ appearance.

Only apply black wax or black shoe
polish to the black urethane or poly-
propylene bumper,

Removing spots

Remove tar and oil spots, industrial
dust, insects and tree sap as quickly as
possible from the surface of the paint
to aveid lasting damage or staining.
Special cleaning products are available
at your NISSAN/DATSUN dealer of
any automotive accessories store.

Underbody

In areas where road salt is used in
winter, it is necessary lo clean the
underbody regularly in order to prevent
dirt and salt from building up and
causing corrosion on the underbody
and suspension.Before the winter pe-
riod and again in the spring, the un-
derseal must be checked and, if nec-
essary, re-treated.
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Cleaning glass

Use elass cleaner to remove smoke and
dust film from the glass surfaces. It is
normal for glass to be coated with a
film after the vehicle is parked in the
hot sun. Glass cleaner and soft clothes
easily remove this [ilm.

When cleaning the inside of the rear
window, do not use any sharp-edged
tools or abrasive cleaners. These may
damage the electrical conductors or
rear window defogger elements.

Cleaning alloy wheels

Wash regularly, especially during win-
ter months in areas where road salt is
used. Salt could discolor the wheel if
not removed.

Chrome parts

Clean all chrome parts regularly with a
non-abrasive chrome polish to maintain
the [inish.

Plastic parts

Plastic parts can be cleaned with a mild
soap solution. I the dirt cannot be
easily removed, use a plastic ¢leaner,
Do not use any solvents.



Cleaning Interior

Occasionally remove loose dust from

the interior trim and seats using a

vacuum cleaner or soft brush, Wipe the

vinyl and leather surfaces with a clean,

soft cloth dampened in mild soap so-

lution, then wipe clean with a dry. soft

cloth. Before using any fabric protector,

read the manufacturer’s recommenda-

tions. Some fabric protectors contains

chemicals that stain or bleach the seat

materiil.

@ Never use benzine,
similar material.

® The leather seats should be regularly
coated with a leather wax like saddle
soap. Mever use car wax.

@ Never use [abric protectors unless
recommended by the manufacturer,

Seat belts

The seat belts can be cleaned by wiping
them with a sponge dampened in a mild
soap solution. Allow the belts to dry
completely before using them. Do not
allow wet belts to roll up in the re-
tractor, NEVER use bleach, dye or
chemical solvents since these may se-
verely weaken the seat belt webbing.

PROTECTING AGAINST
CORROSION

Most common factors contributing
to vehicle corrosion:

I. The accumulation of moisture-
retaining dirt and debris in body
panel sections, cavities, and other
areas.

Damage to paint and other protec-
tive coatings taused by gravel and
stone chips or minor traffic accidents.

[

Environmental factors influence
the rate of corrosion:

Maoisture

The accumulation of sand, dirt and
water on the underside of the body will
accelerate corrosion. Floor sections
which have snow and ice trapped under
the floor matting will not dry.

Relative humidity

Corrosion will be accelerated in areas
of high relative humidity, especially
those areas where the temperatures stay
above freezing and where atmospheric
pollution exists and road salt is used.
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Temperature

A temperature increase will accelerate
the rate ol corrosion to those parts
which are not well ventilated,

Air pollution

Industrial pollution, the presence of
salt in the air in coastal areas, or heavy
road salt use will accelerate the cor-
rosion process. Road salt will also
accelerate the disintegration of paint
surfaces,

To protect your vehicle from

corrosion:

® Wash and wax your vehicle often to
keep the vehicle clean.

® Always check for minor damage to
the paint and repair it as soon as
possible.

® Keep drain holes at the boutom of
the doors and tailgate open to avoid
water accumulation.

® Check the underbody and [loor. If
any sand, dirt or salt is accumulated,
wash it off with water as soon as
possible,
